The US Army Pathfinder school provides a three week course in which students 
navigate dismounted, establishes and operates a day/night helicopter landing 
zone, establishes and operates a day/night Air Force CARP, Army GMRS & VIRS 
Drop Zone, conducts sling load operations, provides air traffic control and 
navigational assistance to rotary wing and fixed wing aircraft.  
  

 Must have 5 copies of TDY orders with authorized fund cite (DD form 1610) 

bringing student to the Pathfinder Course. If using DTS—ensure the orders 

are printed in the official DD FM 1610 format. Personnel are NOT 

authorized to attend on permissive TDY or Leave status. 

 Must have ATRRS reservation!!!  

 If Airborne qualified - Must have current Class III physical 

documented/completed on DD 2808 as well as AF FM 2992. Both forms 

must state: “Qualified for Airborne or Static Line-Parachute Duty (SL-PD).”  

 If Airborne qualified - Must have Parachutist Aeronautical  

Orders AF FM 1887 published by the individual’s HARM office  

IAW AFI 11‐410/402. 

 If Airborne qualified - Must have a copy of Individual Jump Record and 

Jump History Report. Requested from supporting HARM office.  

 Must have completed US Army Physical Fitness Test within 30 days of class 

start date in the 17‐21 year old age group with a minimum score of 60%. 

The Army PT will be documented on form DA 705.  



REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS:  

All Air Force students will report to Building 2768 at 0530 with all administrative 

paperwork. In addition, AF students must bring an Advanced Combat Helmet, ID 

card and ID tags. NO MULTI-CAMS  

It is strongly recommended that students take the pre-test prior to attending the 

course and study the course study guide.
