
Introduction to the Local Weather Network Service (LWNS) Program

Good day Ft Benning customer.  My name is Bill Malcomb, assistant site manager, here at Lawson Army Airfield Weather Station.  The intent of this message is to pass along to our authorized users (i.e., organization, unit, or office) here on Ft Benning about the use of the Local Weather Network Service (LWNS) software/program.  Basically, LWNS enables you to monitor and/or access certain weather data/products.  You will receive the most current local weather conditions (observed and forecasted), for Lawson Army Airfield.  Of particular interest to most users, LWNS can be set to immediately sound alert as advisories, watches and warnings are issued for the Ft Benning Reservation.
If you are interested, for the software to be loaded on any computer administration rights must be obtained for that specific system.  If you have this, call us here at the weather station and we’ll coordinate a time of when to meet with you to load the program onto your computer. Or, simply talk with your respective computer system administrators (any unit IT rep) to call us and we’ll work out a time to meet. 
Should your department or unit etc., want other computers loaded with the LWNS software we can load the latest LWNS version on one specific computer, and make a copy of the CD for your IT specialist/administrator.  
Once everything is set up correctly, instructions are provided on how to use and sign-on the LWNS software.  You may want to refer to the Weather Data document for a general description of the observation and forecast code.  The weather information available over LWNS is certainly simple to interpret, but for a better understanding and for a more complete description of the weather observation please read the KLSF METAR code Memo below.
