JANUARY

January averages the coldest temperatures of the year.  Strong polar fronts move through the area on the average of 9 times during the month.  Frontal passages are characterized by low ceilings and/or poor visibility with rain and fog.  Sharp temperature drops can be expected after frontal passage which can persist for several days.  Snowfall is uncommon and when it does occur it rarely covers the ground.

Precipitation is associated with frontal passages in contrast to the afternoon showers of summer.
